○ Complete HW together

goal.

● Please look for Communication coming home daily. (Papers in folders, 
notes, emails...etc.)



Important Second Grade Information
● Practice Literacy and Math at home-Make it fun!
● Label all items-envelopes, clothing, water bottles, lunch boxes
● Please be conscientious that there are severe allergies in both classes 

to Peanuts, Tree Nuts and Dairy.
